The Gospel story of the Prodigal Son, which
we reflect on today, is a real perl of the Gos-
pel. It has inspired many authors to deeply
contemplate about the life journey of people.
A great book to read on this topic is The
Return of the Prodigal Son by Rev. Henri
Nouwen. In light of the characters of this
parable, the author reflects on the human
soul— its search for happiness, its suffering,
and its return to God. This is a parable about

God's love, which we are all called to accept.

The Prodigal Son symbolizes a person, who
seeks happiness apart from God—without
His commandments, without His authority,
but eventually becomes frustrated. He sees
the bitter consequences of a reckless, irre-
sponsible life and begins to feel the need for
God. Experiencing loneliness and spiritual
crisis, the younger son realizes his sins and
returns to the Father with humility and hope.

The elder son represents those, who out-
wardly remain faithful to God, but may have
resentment, envy, and hardness in their
hearts. He does not understand, why the
father forgives his prodical brother, revealing
hidden pride and an inability to love uncondi-
tionally, as the Father does. In the elder
brother, we can all recognize ourselves in
the moments of spiritual indifference and
judgment toward others.

The father in the parable symbolizes God's
love—unconditional, patient, and merciful.
His role is especially significant because
each of us is called not only to identify our-
selves with the prodigal or elder son, but
also to grow to the role of the father—to offer
love to others. True spiritual maturity con-

sists in ability to love as God loves.
