In one of his sermons or speeches, the His
Beatitude Lubomyr (Husar) once said: "We
have many good people...

This
is precisely the message of today's Gospel
reading. Doing a good deeds for our neigh-
bours is serving God Himself: "Whatever you
did for one of my least brothers, you did it for
me." Jesus also reminds us of the eschato-
logical significance of our good deeds. Every
act of kindness, even the smallest one done
with love, will "accompany" us in eternity.

Today and tomorrow, Ukrainians around the
world remember with sorrow the beginning
of the full-scale invasion of Ukraine by the
Russian army. For three years now, our na-
tion has heroically defended its homeland.
Although we are far from Ukraine, we cannot
remain indifferent to the great suffering of
our people. This should be our common
pain, our common struggle, and our common
path to victory. It is crucial to continuously
show solidarity with our defenders and sup-
port our people, especially now, when we
commemorate the three years from the full
scale war against Ukraine. Therefore, let us
pray more today and tomorrow, attend the
public solidarity gathering, and make a dona-
tion in support of our people and Ukraine.
Donations can be placed in the collection
box in our cathedral.

As announced earlier this week on social
media, next Sunday, we will have the great
joy of welcoming among us the Father and
Head of our Ukrainian Greek Catholic
Church, Patriarch Sviatoslav. Please take
note of some practical guidelines for this
event, which are provided in the bulletin on

page 4.
