The last day before Great Lent is called
Forgiveness Sunday. On this day, it is cus-
tomary to ask for forgiveness from each
other in order to enter the fasting period
with a clean heart. Therefore, | ask you to
forgive me all my sins and transgressions
that hurt you or caused you pain. | apologize
for every shortcoming, for sharply spoken
words, and for the fact that | may not be
praying for you enough. Forgiveness is an
important part of a person's spiritual and
emotional life, but it is difficult for us to
forgive offenses on our own. Realizing that
God and other people forgive me, openness
to God's forgiveness and His love help us to
forgive our offenders.
Cheesefare Sunday has another liturgical
name: Expulsion of Adam from Paradise.
Man was created to live in paradise, to know
God, and communicate with Him. Sin de-
prived us of this blessed life. You could say
that we all suffered because of Adam's
breaking of the fast. Expulsion from para-
dise reminds us of the evil that intemper-
ance brought. Each of us has our own expe-
rience of the destructive influence of our
intemperance, whether in food, in speech,
or in other matters. The practice of fasting
gives us the opportunity to see that absti-
nence brings inner freedom, a return to
Paradise, and brings us closer to God. Fast-
ing frees us from the bondage of sin and
directs our gaze to Jesus, who through fast-
ing and humility, through obedience to God's
will, defeated the devil. Therefore, fasting is
not a goal, but a means, a return to Para-
dise. Blessed fasting!

Over the course of the last five weeks, beginning with Zacchaeus Sunday and conclud-
ing with Cheesefare Sunday, we have journeyed together toward Great Lent, hearing
from the Gospels various themes of God's mercy, love, forgiveness, and justice. In the
Church's wisdom, this time is set aside to allow us to recognize our dependence upon
God, and indeed, our own sinfulness.
As we come to the beginning of Great Lent, the Church calls us to prepare ourselves in
a particular way for the Feast of Feasts - Pascha (Easter). The Church recommends,
and in some cases obliges, the following methods of preparation to the faithful.
Prayer - Finding an opportunity for prayer every day is important in the spiritual life of a
Christian. During Great Lent, prayer is especially important as it assists us in turning
our disposition away from ourselves, and towards God. Examining our own prayer life,
let us take the time to ask ourselves how we can draw nearer to God in prayer, perhaps
by saying a prayer like the Prayer of St. Ephrem, attending Lenten Matins or the Liturgy
of the Presanctified Gifts, or another prayer. What is central is recognizing an increase
in the time we commit to prayer.
Fasting - The Church obliges the faithful between 14-60 to make a sincere effort to
commit to fasting and abstinence during the Great Fast. Abstinence means that we do
not eat a certain type of food or any other foods that have that as an ingredient. Fasting
means that we eat less food. A general rule is that for a day of fast, the amount of food
of the main meal is less than the other two meals combined (1 large meal, 2 snacks).
During the Great Fast, the first day of Great Lent (Clean Monday) requires abstention
from meat, dairy, eggs, and any foods that contain these ingredients. The first week
requires abstention from meat and foods that contain these ingredients. Throughout
Great Lent, at a minimum, Wednesdays and Fridays of the Great Fast require absten-
tion from meat and foods that contain these ingredients.
We commit to fasting during Great Lent, as it reminds us that we are dependent on God
for all things. Refraining from the feeling of 'fullness', or from particular foods we enjoy,
helps us to recall how we rely on God, directing our mind on Him.
Almsgiving - Almsgiving is the charity of the Lord. Whatever excess we possess should
be shared with the poor. Almsgiving during the Great Fast can take on a variety of
forms: donating clothes, supporting a charity or individual, or increasing our Sunday
offering to the parish. As St. Paul says in his second letter to the Corinthians; "whoever
sows sparingly will also reap sparingly, and whoever sows bountifully will also reap
bountifully. Each one must give as he has decided in his heart, not reluctantly or under
compulsion, for God loves a cheerful giver" (2 Cor 9:6-7).
May the Lord bless each of us during this Great Lent, that we may grow in holiness, and
prepare us for His Glorious Resurrection.

Brothers and Sisters, now do this, understanding the present time: The hour has already
come for you to wake up from your slumber, because our salvation is nearer now than when
we first believed. The night is nearly over; the day is almost here. So let us put aside the
deeds of darkness and put on the armour of light. Let us behave decently, as in the day-
time, not carousing and drunkenness, not in sexual immorality and debauchery, not in dis-
sension and jealousy. Rather, clothe yourselves with the Lord Jesus Christ, and do not think
about how to gratify the desires of the flesh.

Accept the one whose faith is weak, without quarreling over disputable matters. One per-
son’s faith allows them to eat anything, but another, whose faith is weak, eats only vegeta-
bles. The one who eats everything must not treat with contempt the one who does not, and
the one who does not eat everything must not judge the one who does, for God has accept-
ed them. Who are you to judge someone else’s servant? To their own master, servants
stand or fall. And they will stand, for the Lord is able to make them stand.

Alleluia, Tone 6: verse: It is good to give praise to the Lord, and to sing to Your name, O
Most High. Verse: To announce Your mercy in the morning and Your truth every night.
Sunday Gospel: Matthew 6:14-21

The Lord said “For if you forgive others their trespasses, your heavenly Father will also for-
give you; but if you do not forgive others, neither will your Father forgive your trespasses.
And whenever you fast, do not look dismal, like the hypocrites, for they disfigure their faces
s0 as to show others that they are fasting. Truly | tell you, they have received their reward.
But when you fast, put oil on your head and wash your face, so that your fasting may be
seen not by others but by your Father who is in secret; and your Father who sees in secret
will reward you. Do not store up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moth and rust con-
sume and where thieves break in and steal; but store up for yourselves treasures in heaven,
where neither moth nor rust consumes and where thieves do not break in and steal. For
where your treasure is, there your heart will be also.
