o. Irop

On March 25, we solemnly celebrate the
Annunciation — one of the twelve great
feasts of the liturgical year. In our tradi-
tion, it always falls on the same date and,
even when it coincides with Great Lent, it
is never postponed or canceled.

The Annunciation recalls the mo-
ment when the Archangel Gabriel ap-
peared to the Virgin Mary and said:
“Rejoice, full of grace, the Lord is with
you... Do not be afraid, Mary, for you have
found favor with God. You will conceive
and bear a Son, and you shall name Him
Jesus.” From this moment, God’s plan of
salvation begins to unfold — the Word be-
comes flesh. In the early centuries, this
feast was considered a feast of the Lord.
The current title — Annunciation of the
Most Holy Theotokos — became standard
in the 7th century.

Although this event happens in the
quiet town of Nazareth, it leads us to the
Cross. It begins with a word: “Yes.” Mary’s
“yes” to God was not just a one-time re-
sponse — it was a lifelong commitment,
lived out even through suffering, doubt,
and sorrow.

Her life reminds us that saying
“yes” to God is about responsibility, perse-
verance, and often sacrifice. A true “yes”
bears fruit only when lived with faith and
love.

Today, many people say “yes” to
God not with words, but with their lives.
Parents who welcome new life. Spouses
who remain faithful in joy and in hardship.
Soldiers who lay down their lives so others
may live. Doctors, volunteers, teachers,
and clergy who serve others with love and
dedication — they all walk the path Mary
began. A path that starts with a small,
sincere “yes,” and leads us to eternal life.

Each day we too face a choice — to
say “yes” to God. Often it goes unnoticed,
but it has the power to transform us and
the world around us.  Fr. lhor
