The Golgotha and Jesus’ Crusifiction
With God’s help, we will have the Golgotha for our church—an iconic depiction of the site of
the crucifixion of Jesus Christ, with His Most Holy Mother and the Holy Apostle John stand-
ing from both sides. This Gospel scene is displayed in many of our Ukrainian churches dur-
ing the Great Lend to remind us of the saving Passion of our Lord Jesus.
These icons were painted on canvas by iconographer Oleksandr Seleznyov, a displaced per-
son from the temporarily occupied territories, who lives in Lviv now. The wooden construc-
tion of the Golgotha and the work of gluing the icons were carried out by our parishioners
Nazar Lavryshyn, Yaroslav Burdeinyi, and Vasyl Zhukov. They dedicated not only several
days of voluntary labor and their talents to this project but, above all, their love for the Lord,
His Church, and their parish. We express our sincere gratitude to them for their dedication!
We also thank the Divine Providence that on the very day we planned to bless the Golgo-
tha, His Beatitude Sviatoslav is making his visit to Winnipeg and will bless these icons in
our cathedral. This Golgotha will serve as a lasting reminder for us and for future genera-
tions of our common prayers for Ukraine together with the Father and Head of our Church
at a time when our people are enduring their own Golgotha of suffering due to the war with
the Moscow invasion. We believe and hope that just as Christ’s earthly mission ended with
the Resurrection, so the suffering of our people will come to an end, bringing a just peace
and victory. The Crucified and Risen Christ is the source of our hope.
For those who wish to contribute towards covering the costs of icon paintings, shipping,
and materials for the creation of the Golgotha, please indicate this on your donation enve-
lope. The total cost of the project is $4,000. All work, done here, was completed voluntarily
and free of charge by the parishioners mentioned above!
