It is important for each parish to be
honest and transparent with the finances, as
well as to inform the parishioners about the
parish financial situation. On September 12,
our Parish Financial Committee had a meeting.
The parish financial situation for the first two
quarters of 2023 was analyzed. We discussed
the financial needs for our kitchen renovation.
The architect’s kitchen drawings are ready and
we received a few proposals from contractors
with their estimates. It was decided to prepare
a short brochure explaining the importance of
the parish kitchen and to start the kitchen
fundraiser campaign as soon as possible.

Our parish financial situation, despite a
noticeable increase of the Sunday’s collections
is desired to be better. For the beginning of
September, we have a large budget deficit—
$92,000. This amount is not related to admin-
istrative expenses, but mostly to restoration
and repairing expenses of the church and the
hall: church windows replacement and restora-
tion ($62,400), hall roof repair ($18,900), hall
outside wall columns and the front stairs
($23,900), the church and hall doors painting.
It was necessary to do these works because of
the state of emergency and because of the
destruction of the church and hall buildings.
These amounts do not include expenses relat-
ed to kitchen drawings and expenses for mate-
rials needed for some small repairing works
that were made by our employee and volun-
teers. We still need to do some final works with
the church windows and there will be addition-
al expenses for that. Therefore, we are asking
you for additional generous donations so that
we can keep our cathedral in proper condition
and preserve it for future generations.

The kitchen renovation expenses will be
high, and we expect a support of our parishion-
ers and all people of goodwill.

The episcopal ordination of Fr. Mykhailo Kvyatkovsky,
who was elected the ruling bishop of the Ukrainian Catho-
lic Eparchy of New Westminster in Western Canada, will take place on November 8, 2023,
at the Cathedral of Saints Volodymyr and Olha in Winnipeg. On this day, we will celebrate
the feast of the Cathedral of St. Michael the Archangel and other incorporeal pow-
er.Metropolitan Lavrentiy Hutsulyak of Winnipeg, the main consecrator, will preside over the
Liturgy. Bishop Borys Gudziak, Metropolitan of Philadelphia, and Bishop David Motiuk, rul-
ing bishop of the Edmonton Eparchy, will serve as co-consecrators. The day before, Novem-
ber 7, at 6:00 PM, the Great Vespers with the Rite of Episcopal ordination will begin in the
Cathedral of Saints Volodymyr and Olha.

The Synod of Bishops of the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church has concluded in Rome, Italy.
It lasted from September 3-13 at the Ukrainian Pontifical College of St. Josaphat. The key
theme of the Synod was: “Pastoral Support for Victims of War”. At the same time, it was the
largest Synod of Bishops of the UGCC, as 45 bishops and the nominated bishop of the New
Westminster Diocese took part in it. The Synod of Bishops of the UGCC of 2023 has con-
