On November 1, we commemorate the
passing of the Servant of God Metropolitan
Andrey Sheptytsky — a great spiritual leader
of the Ukrainian people and of our Church
in the early 20th century.

Metropolitan Andrey cared deeply about the
growth of Ukrainian Church life not only in
Ukraine, but also overseas. Thanks to his
efforts, organized pastoral care for Ukraini-
ans in Canada began, led by the first
Ukrainian bishop there — Blessed Nykyta
Budka.

In the autumn of 1910, Metropolitan An-
drey visited Ukrainian communities and
settlements across Canada — in Montreal,
Winnipeg, Yorkton, Mundare, and other
towns. Most people welcomed him warmly,
though not everyone liked him. In Vancou-
ver, local socialists even protested by
throwing eggs at him, as noted by Fr.
Bozhyk in his book about our Church in

Canada.

After returning home, the Metropolitan
wrote his pastoral letter “To the Canadian
Ruthenians” (1911) and asked Rome to
appoint a Ukrainian bishop for Canada. In
that letter, he spoke frankly about the chal-
lenges facing Ukrainian immigrants — the
lack of priests, weak community organiza-
tion, and problems such as cheating, indif-
ference, and alcoholism. He also urged
special attention to young people and their
important role in the Church.

Today, the wisdom of Metropolitan Andrey’s
words is important for us as well. He re-
minds us to stay united in faith, to care for
one another, and to build a strong, respon-
sible community — wherever we may live.
