The Sisters of Charity of St. Vincent de Paul
have been serving in the Poltava region of
Ukraine for over 17 years. In the village of De-
menky, they founded a family-style children’s
home called “House of Mercy”, which has be-
come a loving home for many children.
Their former residents have now grown up and
become students, yet many families in the area
continue to struggle and need support — par-
ents with disabilities or serious illnesses, large
families without steady work, and children of
fallen soldiers.
Each year, the Sisters organize a St. Nicholas
celebration in winter and a “Vacation with God”
summer camp, bringing together about 50-60
children from nearby villages.
This year, we are announcing a “Toy & Care
Drive” to support these children, their families,
and other children in need throughout Ukraine.
W e are collecting:
Toys (new or gently used)
School supplies, Personal hygiene items (dry
deodorants, toothbrushes, toothpaste, etc.),
Winter accessories (hats, gloves, socks), Board
and educational games,
Christmas ornaments or small gifts,
Dry goods (sweets, vitamins, coffee, tea, and
more). Donations will be accepted until
October 26.
Collection point: in_the Cathedral vestibule
(under the choir loft) or in the parish office dur-

ing the week.
