This Sunday we commemorate Stepan Bandera,
the leader of the Ukrainian liberation movement,
who was killed on October 15, 1959, in Munich.
As we pray for his eternal rest, we remember not
only a political figure, but also a man of faith,
raised in the family of a Greek-Catholic priest.
For Stepan Bandera, the struggle for Ukraine
was not only politics — it was a form of service to
God through service to his people.

His understanding of nationalism was deeply
Christian, built on truth, faith, love, and self-
sacrifice.

He often stressed that moral values are the
foundation of a nation. Even in prisons, camps,
and exile, he stayed faithful to God’'s command-
ments — he prayed, confessed, and received
Eucharist.

For him, the fight for Ukraine was an expression
of love for one’s neighbours — for his own peo-
ple.

Today, living in emigration, we are called to
continue this mission — to preserve the Ukraini-
an spirit, to remember our language, culture,
and our faith.

To be Ukrainian abroad means not only to re-
member the homeland, but also to do good to
one another, to support the community and the
Church, and to help our people in Ukraine.

This is what the Gospel way of life looks like and
today’s Gospel reading reminds us of the Golden
Rule: “Do to others as you would have them do
to you.” (Luke 6:31)

As we remember the leader of the OUN today, let
us be worthy of his legacy: let us pray, work, and
build Ukraine wherever we are.

Stepan Bandera was not a perfect man. Like
everyone, he had his weaknesses, limits, and
moments of doubt. But he tried — to remain
faithful to God and to Ukraine.

And so must we. We are not perfect or always
strong, but we must try to be faithful.

What matters most is to keep the right order:
God and His commandments first, then the
nation and everything else.
